Every October the Firefighters from Station 

6 visit Celebration Preschool. They are 

scheduled to visit on Tuesday, October 8th at 

10:00 AM and at 1:00 PM. If your child does 

not attend preschool on this day, feel free to 

bring him/her to either presentation. The 

children will learn that Firefighters are 

community helpers, they will learn about 

STOP, DROP & ROLL, what an emergency is 

and when to call 911. Here are some fire safety 

tips for your family. 
 

Fire Drill – Make a plan for getting out of your 

home in case of fire. Talk about the 

importance of getting out and staying out of 

the house. Many preschoolers believe that 

they can hide from a fire. Tell your child that 

people cannot hide from a fire, but they can 

escape from one. Help your child find two ways 

out of his or her bedroom. Practice both ways. 

Talk about how to choose which way to go 

(away from the fire). Establish a safe place 

outside for everyone in your family to meet. 

Practice your drill once a month. 
 

Stop, Drop, and Roll – Talk with your child 

about what to do if his or her clothes catch on 

fire – stop, drop, and roll. Practice doing this 

together. Stop immediately, drop to the 

ground while covering your face, and roll over 

and over to smother the flames. 
 

Role Playing – Take some time to role-play 

different fire scenarios with your child. You 

and your child could act out what to do if he 

or she 

• found a lighter, 

• heard the smoke alarm in the middle 

of the night, 

• needed to crawl low to the ground to 

escape from a smoke-filled room, 

• had a shirt sleeve catch on fire,

Loving Guidance 

 
To encourage your child’s best behavior, 

gentle words go a long way. It may help to 

think of discipline as guidance rather than 

punishment – let your child know that you are 

there to help him stay safe and make good 

choices. Try these tips for guiding him in the 

right direction. 

 

Tell your child what he can do. He will be 

more likely to listen if you give an alternative 

(“You can play with your new football in the 

basement so nothing in the living room gets 

broken”). Also, consider his attention span 

(“We have to stay in our seats during the 

recital, but you can play outside at 

intermission”). 

 

Explain rules to your child. It will be easier 

for him to accept limits that he understands. 

If he throws sand, for instance, you might 

take him aside and say, “Sand stays in the 

sandbox. It hurts when it gets in our eyes.” If 

he does not follow your rule, choose a 

consequence that will make sense to him 

(getting out of the sandbox). 

 

Correct your child gently. Use a soft voice, 

or even a whisper. You will help him stay calm, 

and he will have to listen closely to hear what 

you are saying. Of course, you will need to 

raise your voice in a dangerous situation. 

Later, you can explain (“You scared me when 

you got too close to the street”).
